events or exhibits.

Applicants must also have: proficiency in English at the college
level, demonstrated understanding of the principles of applied
design; hands-on orientation with physical skills such as painting,
sewing, cutting, designing; and a strong understanding of
computer software (Word, Excel, PowerPoint & Internet).

Applications will be accepted in January/February. Applicants will
have to submit a resume, prepare a portfolio, and write a brief
essay describing why they want to enroll in the program.
